If
we truly embrace the spirit of stewardship, then we will not waste God’s
gifts but use them to serve others and give glory to God.

Stewardship starts with prayer and is a continuous discernment of God’s
will. A few key areas to grow in union with God include attending Mass,
receiving the Sacraments well, praying the Rosary, reading the Bible and
other forms of spiritual reading, and consuming good Catholic content.
