La Oficina de Vocaciones cultiva y alienta las vocaciones en la Didcesis de Tucson.
Su mision es ayudar a los feligreses a discernir el llamado de Dios para el camino de
cada uno en la Iglesia, ya sea hacia el sacerdocio, la vida religiosa o el matrimonio.
Ademas, identifica y apoya a los candidatos al sacerdocio y supervisa la formacién
de los seminaristas. Actualmente, tres jévenes estan discerniendo el sacerdocio
para nuestra Didcesis y la matricula de cada uno es de $44,000 por afio.

La Cancilleria brinda apoyo personal a los mas de 170 sacerdotes que

sirven en la Didcesis y apoyo financiero y beneficios a mas de 50 sacerdotes
jubilados. La oficina del Diaconado Permanente invita, evalta y forma
candidatos, y brinda apoyo pastoral y educacién continua a los didconos
permanentes. Recursos Humanos provee gestion de personal centralizada
para alrededor de 2,000 empleados de las parroquias y escuelas. Servicios
Fiscales ofrece apoyo centralizado de contabilidad y teneduria de libros a un
50% de las parroquias y, eventualmente, asumira el trabajo de contabilidad y
teneduria de libros de todas las parroquias de la Diécesis.

La oficina de Escuelas Catélicas brinda apoyo administrativo y desarrollo espiritual
y profesional a los 450 maestros de las 22 escuelas catdlicas de la Didcesis.
Servicios Pastorales provee certificacion y recursos al ministerio laico, como la
Certificacién de Catequista de Niveles | y Il, apoya programas que promueven el
respeto por la dignidad de la vida y ofrece su experiencia en educacién religiosa,
vida familiar, liturgia, formacién ministerial, espiritualidad y planificacién del
consejo parroquial. La oficina del Ministerio Hispano brinda recursos en espariol y
programas de formacién y capacitacion ministerial. La oficina del Ministerio Juvenil
Catolico colabora con las parroquias y escuelas para establecer un programa
ministerial unificado y eficiente. Su objetivo principal es apoyar a los ministros
con capacitacién y recursos especializados para que los jévenes profundicen su
fe, participen en servicio significativo, promuevan una comunidad vibrante de
comparieros de ideas afines y exploren su vocacién.

Servicios Comunitarios Catélicos (CCS) es la rama de servicios humanos
de la Didcesis de Tucson. Su misidn es fortalecer a los nifos, adultos, familias
y comunidades brindando ayuda, generando esperanza y sirviendo a todos.
CCS trabaja mediante una familia de agencias y ministerios de Tucson, Sierra
Vista y Yuma. CCS también supervisa el Centro Pio Décimo, los Servicios
Residenciales y para Sordos, la Ayuda para Mujeres y Nifios Migrantes, la
Sociedad Kolbe y el Ministerio para Ancianos Santa Juana Jugan.

Support for VOCATIONS and SEMINARIANS:

The Office of Vocations serves in cultivating and encouraging vocations within the

Diocese of Tucson. Its mission is to assist parishioners in discerning God's calling

for their unique path in His Church, whether it is toward priesthood, religious life,
or marriage. Additionally, this office is responsible for identifying and supporting

qualified candidates while overseeing the educational and formative journey of
seminarians. Currently, three young men are discerning the priesthood for our
Diocese, and the tuition for each seminarian is $44,000 per year.

Support for ACTIVE AND RETIRED PRIESTS,

PARISHES IN MOST NEED, and RURAL MISSION:
The Office of the Chancellor provides personnel support to the more than 170

priests serving in the Diocese, as well as financial support and benefits to over 50

retired priests. The Permanent Diaconate office handles the invitation, evaluation,

and formation of new candidates, as well as pastoral support and continuing
education of permanent deacons. Human Resources provides centralized
personnel administration for some 2,000 employees in our parishes and schools,
while the Fiscal Services office offers centralized accounting and bookkeeping
services to approximately 50% of parishes and will eventually undertake
accounting and bookkeeping responsibilities for all parishes in the Diocese.

Support for OUR SCHOOLS, LAY MINISTRY, and OUR YOUTH:
The Catholic Schools office ensures the spiritual and professional
development and administrative support of 450 teachers who serve students
at the Diocese's 22 Catholic schools. Pastoral Services provides certification
and resources for lay minister, such as Catechist Certification Levels | and II,
supports programs that promote respect for the dignity of human life, and
offers expertise in religious education, family life, liturgy, ministry formation,
spirituality, and parish council planning. The Hispanic Ministry office provides
Spanish language resources and programs of ministry formation and training.
The office of Catholic Youth Ministry collaborates with our parishes and
schools to establish a unified and efficient youth ministry program. Its primary

objective is to support youth ministers with specialized training and resources,

enabling young Catholics to deepen their faith, engage in meaningful service,
foster a vibrant community of like-minded peers, and explore their vocation.

Support for OUR COMMUNITY:

Catholic Community Services (CCS) serves as the human services arm of the
Diocese of Tucson. Its mission is to strengthen children, adults, families, and
communities by providing help, creating hope, and serving all. CCS works through a

family of agencies and ministries in Tucson, Sierra Vista, and Yuma. CCS also oversees

the Pio Decimo Center, Deaf & Residential Services, Aid for Migrant Women and
Children, the Kolbe Society, and the St. Jeanne Jugan Ministry with Elders.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Why is our Diocese conducting the Annual Catholic Appeal?

The ACA represents more than 51% of the support needed to fund the
diocesan ministries each year. The Bishop asks Catholics in the Diocese to
generously support these important and on-going ministries that provide
educational, pastoral, and charitable outreach to those living in the Diocese,
by giving to the ACA.

Why do we need the ministries and services provided by the Diocese?
The ACA funds over 26 on-going ministries and services of the Church.
These very important ministries and services are beyond the resources
of any single parish. Coordinating programs at the Diocesan level, such
as religious education, seminarian education and vocations, lay ministry
formation, youth and young adults ministry, prison ministry, etc., eliminates
duplication, provides consistency, and saves both time and money.

Is it important to give to the ACA if | am already giving to my parish?

The programs at your parish are very important and much of the work of
the Church and the Diocese takes place at the local level. However, there
are certain specialized services such as education, vocations, diocesan
conferences and trainings, construction project services, for which the
Diocese takes the major responsibility. These are services no single parish
can provide and must be shared by all.

What should I give to the ACA?

The decision on how much to give needs to be personal and prayerful. God
has given each of us gifts, graces, talents and abilities, which are to be shared
responsibly and wisely with others. We are also challenged to make our financial
gifts from substance, not abundance, and in proportion to our blessings.

Annual Catholic Appeal funds ARE NOT USED to offset capital expenses,
uncollectible debt, depreciation, repayment of loans, or legal services.
